The Church derives its authority and its existence, not alone from the visits of the Angel, John the Baptist,
for it is a remnant of the church organized April 6, 1830, at Fayette, N.Y., by Joseph Smith and his fellow
workers in the great Restoration movement. Therefore it is not a faction as are other restoration groups.
The angel, the Elias, the resurrected John the Baptist, in the regeneration process conferred a greater
authority by the touch of his hands upon our late brother Otto Fetting when he established the church anew
in 1929.

Editors Note:

The Church of Christ with the Elijah Message is an independent branch of the Mormon Church claiming some 12,000
members. William A Draves founded the Church in 1943 when a number of those who had previously adhered to the
revelations given to Otto Fetting, went on to accept the further revelations which Draves claimed to be receiving from
the same angelic being that had enlightened Fetting.

No. 2 - MORMON WORD OF GOD - SEATTLE
Brother Branham reported in 1951 that one night in Seattle, he had been met by a man who gave
him a book called the “Mormon Word of God,” while telling him “Your in the wrong Church.”
Brother Branham said that the book contains a very old prophecy which stated, "In the last days
Germany would adopt Nazism etc ..," and then went on, "In that day, let William Branham be
called and set aside in humility for the service that | have called him to."

FIFTY-THIRD MESSAGE

The Messenger of the Lord appeared to me in my room while
at the home of Brother W. C. Lear, near Dayville, Grant
County, Oregon, December 2, 1941, at 2:30 a.m. The heavenly
light that always accompanies the Messenger filled my room
and its presence awoke me. Immediately he appeared and said,
“I come with a message.” I arose and wrote the words as he
spoke them, thus:

1. “I come again from the presence of the Lord your
God. I am the Messenger of the Covenant and my name
is John. I am sent to bring the message, to prepare the way.
I come not of myself but the Lord God has sent me with
the warning that the hour! of his judgment is on and his
coming near. This is the closing time, a time of haste. I
bring a warning, and that the restitution of all things
might be.

DISSIDENT LATTER DAY SAINT GROUPS

Reorganized Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter Day Saints. - Of the groups which broke
away (rom the Mormon Church at the time of
Josephe Smitle’s death only five remain in exist-
ence. O these only the Reorganized Church of
Jesus Christ of Tatter Day Samnts is a large reli-
wious body. Wit its headquarters in fndependence,
Mo., thig group had 146,076 members i 1957, 1t
was organized by Mormons who rejected Brig-
ham  Young's leadership and many theological
inovations, especially relating to polygamy and
temple work. It came together in 1852 and has
been recognized by the courts as the successor of
the church founded by Joseph Smith, winning title
to hoth the Kirtland Temple and the Temple Tot
in Independence.  Joseph Smith's widow and his
immediate family adhered to this group, and his
son hecame its president in 1860. The presidency
has continued to be held by his direct descendants.
The organization of the Reorganized Church is
similar to that of the Ultah church. like the
latter, it emphasizes a social ethic and cooperation
and at an earlier time operated a large cooperative
unit in southern Towa. Many who did not go
West joined this cooperative venture.

Church of Christ, Temple Lot.—This
